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Admission policies

Offers
Successful applicants will be given a firm date by which to accept an offer of a place and offers not accepted according
to the school’s instructions by that date will lapse.

Commonwealth Supported Places (CSPs) are offered on the basis of academic merit. If an applicant declines an offer
of a Domestic Fee Place, or allows the offer to lapse, they will not be considered for a Commonwealth Supported
Place.

Deferral
Deferral of a place is not permitted.

Exclusion
An applicant who has been excluded from any university must indicate this when they apply. The school may contact
applicants for further detail.

Admission irregularities

Applicants should be aware that the presentation of forged documents is a criminal offence in Australia and that the
university may take appropriate action against such cases. Applicants who submit fraudulent documents or otherwise
seek to gain an advantage by fraudulent means may be banned from future applications through GEMSAS.

All tertiary study must be declared in the application. For the purpose of university admission, the withholding of
information and the submission of incorrect or misleading information are deemed fraudulent. Action taken in such
cases may include cancellation of an application for admission, withdrawal of an offer of admission, or cancellation
of an enrolment.

Only your first submitted application will be processed, regardless of which application has been paid for.

If you have been offered a place in another course and you intend to accept that place, then please be considerate
of fellow applicants and withdraw your application as soon as possible.

Advanced Standing (credit transfer)
Successful applicants with relevant prior study or professional practice may be granted up to 200 points of credit
towards the Doctor of Optometry as follows:

9 100 points of credit will normally be granted to applicants with an undergraduate degree with a major in
optometry or vision science, or equivalent;

9 200 points of credit will normally be granted to applicants who are registered as an optometrist with the
Optometry Board of Australia and have at least three years of documented clinical practice as a registered
optometrist within the last ten years
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Application Process

GEMSAS and the University of Melbourne make every effort to ensure the accuracy of information provided in this
Admission Guide at the time of publication. Applicants must consult the university website for more detailed and
specific information and for updates.

There are three components of t he application process:

- GAMSAT (www.gamsat.acer.edu.au)

All applicants for Commonwealth Supported Places and Domestic Fee places in the University of Melbourne’s Doctor
of Optometry (i.e. citizens/permanent residents/permanent humanitarian visa holders of Australia and citizens of New
Zealand) must have a current score on the Graduate Australian Medical School Admissions Test (GAMSAT).

GAMSAT results are valid for two years: i.e. if you sat the March test in 2018 you may use the results obtained to apply
for a graduate entry course commencing in 2019 and/or 2020. If you sat the September test in 2017 you may use the
results obtained to apply for a graduate entry course commencing in 2019 and/or 2020.

The Doctor of Optometry uses the GAMSAT Overall Score. When deciding whether or not to submit an application,
you are advised to make sure that your GAMSAT scores fall within the acceptable ranges for the University of
Melbourne’s Doctor of Optometry. Please note that these ranges vary according to the pool of applicants and their
competitiveness for that selection period.

You can evaluate your standing in relation to other candidates who sat GAMSAT in the same year as you did, by
consulting the chart included with your Statement of Results. Please note that neither GEMSAS nor ACER staff have
the authority to review individual transcripts or GAMSAT results or to offer advice on the likelihood of selection.

Registration for the GAMSAT and application for admission to the Doctor of Optometry are separate processes.

- Application

All applicants for Commonwealth Supported Places and other domestic places (i.e. citizens/permanent residents of
Australia and citizens of New Zealand) must apply through GEMSAS.

Please note direct domestic applications made through the University of Melbourne’s online system will not be
accepted and these applications will be withdrawn. Please ensure you apply through GEMSAS and follow the
application process on page 11.
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Doctor of Optometry candidates are responsible for determining their eligibility to apply. Applicants are selected for
offer of a place based on the following criteria:

9 Performance in GAMSAT,;
9 Performance in a qualifying degree (as indicated by WAM);
9 Successful completion of approved pre-requisite subjects.

® Supporting documentation

If you studied at an ARTS institution (see Appendix A of this Guide), you do NOT need to send any academic transcripts
for that study. For all study at non-ARTS institutions, original transcripts will be required, however if you have applied
in 2018 through GEMSAS for Medicine or Dentistry courses, and have sent original transcripts in support of those
applications, then you don’t need to send any further transcripts.

When you submit and pay for your Application, an Education Coversheet will be generated. You must print and attach
the coversheet as directed to the original transcripts you are submitting.

There are different deadlines for sending Academic Transcripts dependent on the completion date of your
Undergraduate Degree or receipt of a conditional offer.

If you haven’t already supplied your original academic transcript(s) (and separate grading schemes if they are not
included on the reverse of your transcript), then please do so as soon as possible after submitting and paying for your
application or completing your study. Your transcripts must be posted no later than the deadlines below:

Applications at non-ARTS institutions. Send your coversheet and transcript(s), for all non-ARTS study, posted no later
than 10 August 2018. All applicants who intend to post documentation, please use a postal service that will ensure
that we receive your documentation within 5-7 days, e.g. via Airmail or a courier service.

Conditional offer:

If you have been made a conditional offer and have completed an undergraduate degree or any single subject pre-
requisite studies in 2018, upload transcripts to the University of Melbourne online by 6 January 2019. Any student
who has accepted a conditional offer, but cannot provide transcripts by this date is encouraged to contact Melbourne
School of Health Sciences.

If you experience difficulty supplying any of the required documentation by the due date, you must contact us as soon
as possible (prior to the due date) at info@gemsas.edu.au

Note that transcripts from non-ARTS institutions will be required for all bachelor and/or Honours study and you must
also include exchange study and study for which you may have received credit towards another degree. Any
qualification undertaken in a language other than English must be documented by a certified copy of the original
transcript, accompanied by an officially translated original (by a NAATI translator), in English. Processing for
Optometry includes retrieving results electronically through ARTS.

Transcripts will be returned at no cost to the applicant for normal domestic mail. A paid premium service is available
if you wish to have your transcripts couriered domestically or internationally. Please see coversheets for details.
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Bachelor degree

All applicants must have completed, or be in the final year, of a Bachelor or Honours degree. Undergraduate
Australian degrees must be from a Commonwealth-accredited institution (see http://www.tegsa.gov.au/national-
register). Overseas degrees must be recognised by the Australian Department of Education and Training
Qualifications Recognition Policy Unit (previously AEI-NOOSR) as equivalent to an Australian Bachelor degree. Your
qualifications will be assessed for equivalency as part of your application process.

Please do not contact the Australian Department of Education and Training Qualifications Recognition Policy Unit
for assessment of your degree.

For those in the final year of study, satisfactory completion of the degree in 2018 will be a condition of entry. Note
that if you cannot complete and provide evidence of completion of your degree in the 2018 calendar year, any offer
you have received that is conditional upon completion of your current degree may be withdrawn. A qualifying degree
is defined as an Honours degree or a bachelor degree of at least three years’ duration when studied full-time, or
equivalent, from a recognised university.

Applicants enrolled in a two-year degree or one-year conversion degree may only apply after completion of the
degree. Those who have completed a higher degree without a prior Bachelor degree should consult the Faculty of
Medicine, Dentistry and Health Sciences to ascertain eligibility.

Weighted Average Mark (WAM)
GEMSAS will calculate a Weighted Average Mark (WAM) from your hard-copy transcripts.

You may wish to calculate your WAM according to the instructions on the ‘How to Calculate Your WAM'’ section below.
Applicants whose degrees were completed outside Australia and New Zealand will not be able to calculate a WAM for
themselves. Please note that any WAM calculated by an applicant will be an estimated WAM and used only for the
information of the applicant.

The WAM indicates the level of performance in the qualifying degree. It should be emphasised that a science major is
not a prerequisite, and that academic excellence in other areas, such as the humanities and social sciences, is
encouraged and recognised.

How to calculate your WAM
A minimum WAM or GAMSAT has not been set for the Doctor of Optometry (OD).

Applicants’ Ranking Scores are based on the weighted WAM and the GAMSAT score — where the WAM is weighted
2/3 and the GAMSAT 1/3. Applicants are ranked based on this Ranking Score.

As a result of using this method there are no discrete cut-off marks for either WAM or GAMSAT.
The Weighted Average Mark (WAM) will be measured by considering the final two years (or full-time study
equivalent to 200 points) of their tertiary studies. Students who have been on study abroad or exchange as part of

the final two years of their degree will need to also provide a transcript for the subjects undertaken whilst overseas.
Please note that the mark obtained for a failed subject contributes towards the WAM.
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For completed undergraduate degrees, these 200 points will comprise of subjects undertaken at second- and third-
year. For students who can clearly demonstrate this proportion of subjects, the following weighting will apply:

100 points (second year): 1/3
100 points (third year): 2/3

For students who do not have enough subjects at second/third year to make up the requisite 200 points (or
equivalent full-time study), the Selection Committee will use the marks from their best-performing relevant subjects
undertaken at first-year to make up the balance*. For students in this situation, the weighting will be amended to
be:

100 points: 1/3

(majority second year; if required, using first year subjects to top up)

100 points: 2/3

(majority third year; if required, using second year subjects to top up)

* This is the only instance where subjects will not be selected chronologically.

Once the WAM has been calculated, the following weighting for Ranking Scores will apply:

GAMSAT Overall Score: 1/3
WAM from tertiary studies: 2/3

Applicants to the Doctor of Optometry at the University of Melbourne must have completed approved pre-requisite
studies:

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How to Apply

- Complete the online application form

The online application opens 30 April 2018. We recommend that you register and begin the application as soon as
possible after this date. To apply for admission to the Doctor of Optometry commencing in 2018, you must complete
the online Application Form —on the GEMSAS website — by no later than:

1 5.00pm AEST Monday 31 July 2018
Late applications will NOT be accepted.

The application fee is paid by credit card, when completing the online application form. Note that payment will be
processed by Deakin University as the lead agency for the GAMSAT Consortium. You do not need to complete your
payment at the time of submission, but must do so by 5pm AEST 6% August.

In 2018 for 2019 entry, the application fee for University of Melbourne Doctor of Optometry is AUD $198.

Don't forget to include info@gemsas.edu.au in your ‘Safe Senders’ list and email address book, to ensure messages

from GEMSAS are not treated as spam and sent to your Junk folder. We cannot be held responsible for any email not
reaching or not being read by you.

Special Entry Schemes. If you are applying through the Graduate Access Melbourne, you will need to complete a
Graduate Access Melbourne application form in addition to your GEMSAS online application. Refer to page 10 for
more information.

- Post your supporting documentation

After completing the online Application Form and making your payment, you need to submit your original transcripts
for all non-ARTS study. All documentation must be posted according to the dates listed below. \Wherever possible
they should be dispatched earlier.

Note that if you have also applied for Medicine at any of the GEMSAS medical schools or Dentistry at the University
of Melbourne, you will only need to send one set of original transcripts. We can use these for all your GEMSAS
applications.

All applicants who intend to post documentation, please use a postal service that will ensure that we receive your
documentation within 5-7 days, e.g. via Airmail or a courier service.

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FAQs

How do | choose between two valid GAMSAT results?

You will have two valid GAMSAT results if you sat the Australian GAMSAT! in 2017 and March 2018. The University of
Melbourne Doctor of Optometry uses an overall GAMSAT Score. Select the results with the best overall GAMSAT Score.
Simply record in the Application Form the appropriate candidate identification number, month and year of sitting for
the test you wish to use for selection.

This will be the only GAMSAT result that will be provided to GEMSAS.

It is not possible to mix individual Section scores from different years.

Will the March or September GAMSAT scores be acceptable for entry to GAMSAT Consortium medical schools?
The GAMSAT is now held in March and September and the differentiation between Australia, UK and Ireland has been
removed. There is a very helpful table on the GAMSAT website that shows the validity of all the GAMSAT tests.

My degree is more than 10 years old, am I still eligible to apply?
You can apply but you will need to provide evidence of relevant professional experience or additional study within the
10 year period.

I've completed a postgraduate degree; do | calculate my WAM on that or on my undergraduate degree?

The WAM is the most recent 200 points (or equivalent) of study whether it is undergraduate or postgraduate. If the
most recent completed qualification is a graduate qualification, then the final two years (equivalent to 200 points) of
relevant coursework study will be considered and the same weighting system will apply. Research components are
not factored into the WAM.

| have received a conditional offer, where do | send my final results and when is the deadline?

You must upload an original academic transcript) for any undergraduate degree or single subject pre-requisite subjects
studied in 2018 to the University of Melbourne online website by 6 January 2019. Any student who has accepted a
conditional offer, but cannot provide transcripts by this date is encouraged to contact Melbourne School of Health
Sciences.

I didn’t receive confirmation of my submitted information or my payment.

After completing the Application Form, you will need to SUBMIT your application. You will then be taken to the Deakin
University payment system to make your payment. Once your payment has been made successfully you will be shown
areceipt screen. Please note your receipt number or print this screen for your records. If you are not able to complete
these steps, please email info@gemsas.edu.au.

You will not receive an email from GEMSAS confirming your application has been submitted. You will receive an email
with a receipt number once payment has been made and this is confirmation that your application has been
successfully submitted.

| can’t see my coversheets for submitting supporting documentation

As your application progresses, a menu item “Coversheets” will appear on the left of your screen. Coversheets are
generated according to your selections and responses. You can view the coversheets that you will be required to
submit with supporting documentation, but will only be able to access them once you have submitted and paid for
your application. To access your coversheets, after you have submitted and paid for your application, log into your
application and select the Coversheets button on the Field of Study page.

Do I still need to post the Education coversheet if | have no supporting documentation?

The Education coversheet will only be generated if you have selected a university that does not participate in ARTS,
for ANY of your study. The Education coversheet will not be generated if no original transcripts are required to be
sentin.

I don’t have an original transcript; can | submit a copy?

No, only original transcripts from non-ARTS institutions may be supplied. Scanned or photocopied transcripts,
including certified copies, are not acceptable.

A statement of results is not acceptable and is not considered in place of a full transcript, nor is a printout of an
academic record.

If your tertiary studies were completed only at an ARTS institution, you are not required to send us your academic
transcripts.

Any qualification undertaken in a language other than English must be documented by a certified copy of the original

transcript, accompanied by an officially translated original (by a NAATI translator), in English.

All applicants who intend to post documentation, please use a postal service that will ensure that we receive your
documentation within 5-7 days, e.g. via Airmail or a courier service.

I’'m still studying this year; do | need to submit a 2018 transcript?

Applicants completing their degree in 2018 will be assessed on the basis of the information available at the time of
application. Semester 1 (or Trimester 1), 2018 results should be submitted to be included in the assessment. However,
any offers made prior to the receipt of final results and confirmation of completion will be conditional.

If your tertiary studies were completed only at an ARTS institution, you are not required to send us your academic
transcripts.

For study at a non-ARTS university, in Semester 1, 2018 please supply an original transcript as soon as possible to the

GEMSAS Operations PO Box. Please post by 10 August noting that the documents must reach us within 5-7 days.
Please use a postal service that will meet this deadline.

If you have studied at a non-ARTS institution then you must provide an original hard-copy transcript, however, if you
have applied in 2018 through GEMSAS for Medicine or Dentistry courses, and have sent original transcripts in support
of those applications, then you don’t need to send any transcripts or coversheets.

Exchange studies and transcripts

Exchange studies are part of your degree and therefore we use the results from those studies in calculating your WAM.
Exchange studies may appear on your home university transcript as pass/fail subjects, but we use your actual results
to calculate your WAM.
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You must obtain and supply an original transcript for any exchange studies you have done.

Any qualification undertaken in a language other than English must be documented by a certified copy of the original
transcript, accompanied by an officially translated original (by a NAATI translator), in English.

My declared study and/or results have changed. What should | do?

Ensure you inform GEMSAS ASAP if there is any change to your study, especially your key degree.

Ensure you inform GEMSAS ASAP if there is an update to a Semester 1 or Semester 2 result or if there is a delay in
obtaining a Semester 1 or Semester 2 result (e.g. sitting a special or deferred exam), so GEMSAS is made aware of the
need to retrieve these results.

Note that ARTS results are retrieved on request and unless you notify us of updates, we will not request ARTS results
outside of the scheduled times.

What study should I declare in the application?
ALL tertiary study is to be declared (this includes completed and incomplete study), whether relevant or not to your
key degree.
